Project Sheet — Trick or Tweet Card with Toil & Trouble DSP

Supplies:
Stamps & Bundles: Trick or Tweet Stamp Set

Ink: Tuxedo Black Momento Ink Pad

Stampin’ Blends: Crumb Cake, Granny Apple Green, Highland Heather, Pineapple
Punch, Pumpkin Pie, Smoky Slate

Paper: Toil & Trouble Designer Series Paper; Basic Black, Granny Apple Green, Whisper
White card stocks; Black Foil Sheets; Whisper White Medium Envelope

Tools: Stampin’ Trimmer, Simply Scored, Big Shot, Stitched Shapes Framelits Dies,
Tailored Tag Punch, Paper Snips, Clear Acrylic Blocks

Embellishments: Black 3/8” Glittered Organdy Ribbon

Adhesives: Snail Adhesive, Stampin’ Dimensionals, Glue Dots



Directions for Card:

N

Cut Granny Apple Green card stock 5 4" x 8 4”, score at 4 %” on long side, fold in half.
Cut 3 Toil & Trouble Designer Series Paper strips 1” x 5” and adhere to Basic Black card
stock strips measuring 1 1/8” x 5 1/8” using Snail Adhesive.

Adhere layers to card front as shown using Snail Adhesive.

Cut Black Foil Sheet 1 4" x 4 %4” and cut ends using Tailored Tag Punch. Adhere
horizontally to center of card front as shown using Snail Adhesive.

Use Trick or Tweet stamp set and Tuxedo Black Momento Ink Pad to stamp dog or cat
with jack-o-lantern on Whisper White card stock. Color using Stampin’ Blends. (TIP: If
using Stampin’ Write Markers, stamp with Staz-On.)

Cut out images using Big Shot and Stitched Shapes Framelits Dies.

Adhere stamped circle to card front as shown using Stampin’ Dimensionals.

Cut approximately 8” of Black 3/8” Glittered Organdy Ribbon, tie bow, and adhere to
card front as shown using Glue Dots.
